PieTRO ANDREA ZIANT

(21. prosince 1616 Bendtky — 12. inora 1684. Neapol) byl
italsky varhanik a hudebni skladatel. Zdkladn{ hudebni
vzdéldn{ ziskal v kld$tete v Candii. Pisobil pak jako var-
hanik v Trevisu (1636), v Candii (1637) a v Brescii (1638).
V roce 1639 ptisel do Bendtek, kde byl vysvécen na jdhna a
stal se varhanikem v kostele BoZského Spasitele. Na tomto
misté setrval aZ do roku 1654.

Jeho prvni opera, Lo GUERRIER4A, méla premiéru v karne-
valovém obdobi roku 1654 v divadle Teatro Sant‘Apolli-
nare. Tim zacala dlouholetd spoluprdce s impresdriem
tohoto divadla Giovannim Faustinim a jeho libretisty.
V letech 16571659 byl kapelnikem v bazilice Santa Maria
Maggiore v Bergamu, kde byl ndstupcem skladatele Mau-
rizia Cazzatiho. V roce 1660 vstoupil do sluZeb habsbur-
ského dvora. Priblizné dva roky pusobil v Innsbrucku na
dvore arcivévody Ferdinanda Karla Tyrolského a po jeho
smrti byl v letech 1663-1667 dirigentem dvorniho orches-
tru cisatovny vdovy Eleonory Magdaleny Gonzagové ve
Vidni. V dobé svého pobytu ve Vidni vytvofil ¢etnd orato-
ria a opery, které byly uvddény ve Vidni i v Bendtkdch.

V priibéhu roku 1668 byl ze zdravotnich diivodi zprostén
ze viech ndboZenskych povinnost{, odesel z Vidné a az do
roku 1677 pusobil jako prvni varhanik v bazilice sv. Marka.
Poté co neziskal misto feditele kiiru presidlil do Neapole.
Stal se profesorem na konzervatori Conservatorio
di Sant‘Onofrio a Porta Capuana a dvornim varhanikem.
Od roku 1680 pusobil také jako zdstupce dvorniho
kapelnika. Mezi jeho dila pati{ ,,].°AssaLONE PUNTTO®
(1667) a opery ,,L.a RICREAZIONE BURLESca“ (1663),

PrETRO ANDRE.A ZIANT

A comic opera with elements of commedia dell ‘arte
composed, for the birthday of Emperor Leopold I‘s mother
loosely deals with the myth of the Kallisto nymph, who is
renamed Elice in this piece. As Diana’s partner, she was to

remain chaste and renounce other lovers. Her father, King
Lycaon, kept careful tabs on her. Fupiter himself tries to

seduce her disguised as a courtier. When the unsuspecting
king tries to drive him away with a javelin, he misses and is

transformed into a wolf- Diana turns the sinful Elice into
a bear. Fupiter takes advantage of this metamorphosis in his

own way and takes his mistress into the heavens
as a constellation.

At the end of the opera, the emperor's sisters danced ballet
to music by Fohann Heinrich Schmelzer preserved

Jupiter disguised as a courtier seduces Elice, who resists
because she is committed to Diana. They argue and go
their separate ways.

SceNE 3 - CAREDO

Caredo is torn by an intense and passionate affection
for Dalia.

ScENE 4 - CarEDO, Dar1a
Dalia enters, but she is in love with Almeto (Jupiter).
Caredo‘s futile courting leads to a quarrel; they part
and he has suicidal thoughts.

SceNE 5 - RoLo
The servant Rolo complains about his task of guarding
the princess‘s virginity, as he knows it won’t turn out well.

SceNE 6 - Roro, Lycaon
The old and grumpy widower Lycaon has already heard
that his daughter was seen with Almeto, but Rolo tries
to convince him otherwise. However, together they
watch through the brush as Jupiter flirts with Elice. Rolo
attempts to convince Lycaon that the suitor is definitely
a king, a great catch. But Elice is devoted to the goddess.

SceNE 7 - Roro, LycaoN, ELIcE
Lycaon accuses Elice of sinning, but she defends herself
because she has kept her promise of chastity, which Rolo
confirms. But her father is clear: the very thought
of fornication is reprehensible.

’ SceNE 8 - ELIcE, JUPITER
= Jupiter‘s seduction is successful this time, and Elice
i succumbs to his beauty. But when she realises what she is
risking for a moment of pleasure, she flees.

ScENE 9 - JuPITER, DaL1A
Dalia continues her pursuit of Jupiter and professes her
love for him. Jupiter expresses his gratitude but rejects
’ her, as his heart now belongs completely to Elice. He
\ departs. Dalia rages and plots revenge against Elice.

ScENE 10 - DaL1s, Roro
; Rolo catches Dalia into a net, thinking that she‘s Elice.
% When he discovers his mistake, he releases her with
a nonsensical apology and leaves. Dalia considers him a fool.

ScENE 1T - DaL1s, ELICE
Elice imprudently confides her love to Dalia. Taking
advantage of the situation, Dalia tries to convince Elice
that Jupiter is just toying with her because he is in fact
Dalia‘s lover. Elice will be a laughingstock and, moreover,
will also anger Diana.

SceENE 12 - DaL1a, ELice, Lycaon
Lycaon laments that in addition to the burden of ruling,

he must also watch after his troublesome daughter. Dalia

takes the king aside and tells him of Elice‘s lapse and also

reveals the seducer. She then disappears. In a rage, Lycaon
renounces his daughter, predicts her death and leaves.
Elice laments that for a few indecent words she must

unjustly die. She faints.

INTERMISSION
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SceNE 13 - ELICE, JUPITER,
LATER RoLo, CAREDO FROM THE SIDE
Jupiter, in his true divine form, awakens the fainted Elice

in his arms, as two voyeurs watch their affectionate
encounter from the thicket.

ScENE 14. - RoLo, CarEDO
The pair plots to take advantage of the information
they’ve gathered. But each of them has grasped the situa-
tion differently: Rolo wants to get in Jupiter’s good
graces, whereas Caredo wants to inform Lycaon that
Almeto was pretending to be a god to seduce Elice.

ScENE 15 - CaREDO, LycaoN, DaL1a, Roro

Caredo informs Lycaon about Almeto; Dalia is frightened
and accepts Cared‘s earlier amorous offer.

ScENE 16 - ELIcE, OLINTO, ASIDE LYCAON, JUPITER
Olinto (in fact Mercury, messenger of the gods) is again
trying to persuade the reluctant Elice to fulfil her
amorous promises to Jupiter. Jupiter and Lycaon listen to
the conversation from two different hiding places. Elice
rejects Jupiter and resolutely leaves for Diana‘s temple.
The satisfied Lycaon comes out from his cover.

ScENE 17 — OLINTO, JUPITER,
THEN Dar1a, ELICE ASIDE
Olinto and Jupiter talk about Elice, but because of Dalia
Jupiter pretends it was just a game, not his real feelings.
Hidden, Elice overhears the conversation. Dalia has
renewed hope? They go their own ways.

SceNE 18 - ELICE, THEN JUPITER
Lonely Elice laments, but Jupiter returns to the place.
They accuse each other of infidelity. He then explains
the reason for his lies and they reconcile. A climactic love
duet follows.

SceENE 19 - ELICE, JUPITER, RoLO
Rolo offers to be Jupiter’s servant.

ScENE 20 - ELICE, JUPTTER, RoLo, Lycaon,
CAREDO, ARCHERS
Accompanied by Caredo, the king sees Jupiter with Elice;
the king tries to shoot him, but misses. Angered, Jupiter
turns Lycaon into a wolf. Everyone flees.

SceNE 21 - RoLo, WoLF
Rolo, with gratification, drives the former king
into the woods with a stick.

SceNE 22 - ELICE
Elice is happy but suspects that Jupiter can‘t protect her
from Diana‘s wrath.

ScENE 23 - D1aNa’s NymrH, ELICE
The Nymph accuses Elice of being unfaithful to Diana
and announces a punishment worse than death: she shall
be turned into a hideous, hairy bear. Elice laments and
regrets having offended the beloved goddess.

ScENE 24. - RoLo, BEAR

Rolo calls to the heavens to have Jupiter save Elice,
but with the gods things go from bad to worse...

ScENE 25 - RoLo, BEAR, JUPITER
Jupiter‘s voice rings out, raising the bear to the sky
to create a constellation.

SceNE 26 - RoLo
Rolo says goodbye to the princess and laments his fate.
Like all of us, he is meant to remain small and forgotten
on Earth.

ScENE 247 — D1ana’s NYMPH, INVISIBLE CHOIR
It is not advisable to play with the gods, but the loss of
Elice on this day is compensated many times over
— the Empress Eleonore was born today.

Let‘s rejoice and dance.
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
